ACE Charter High School exists because there are significant numbers of low-income students and families in our communit ies who are gett ing left  behind. ACE
recruits disengaged, pessimist ic
middle school students, and works w ith them (and their families) unt il they graduate from ACE Charter High School ready to confident ly choose college as a
stepping stone to the life they w ish to lead.

The vast majority of ACE students are low-income Lat inos from the highest-need neighborhoods in East San Jose. ACE students most ly come from demographic
subgroups that are significant ly underrepresented in college: 97% are low-income Lat inos, 53% are English Learners, and 23% are students w ith special needs. In
2016, ACE Charter High School had its first graduat ing class, and the achievements of these students are strong evidence of the power of the ACE model: 89%
met the A-G requirements for admission to a UC or CSU, and 94% are headed off to college, w ith about half of those students going to University of
California/California State University schools such as UC Davis, San Jose State, Chico State and others, and the other half enrolling in local community colleges such
as Evergreen and DeAnza. We are proud of 82% of our ACE Graduates persist ing in college.

Arts English Language Arts (Requirement B)

The Charter School offers the follow ing English Language Arts courses, in alignment w ith the CCSS in ELA, the ACT,
the State Priorit ies, and the Mission of the school. Students at the Charter School w ill complete at least four of the
courses w ith a grade of C or better, in alignment w ith A-G requirements. Please see Appendix A-8 for examples of

Scope and Sequence in ELA.
English I

English I is a two semester course designed to introduce students to the rigorous study of both literature and non-
fict ion w ith a heavy emphasis on writ ing and grammar. In the first semester, students w ill exclusively read non-fict ion
texts about hip-hop, parental monitoring, extreme sports, and stereotypes. Students w ill also be introduced to the
demanding study of ACT grammar. In the second semester, students w ill begin their study of literature and literary
analysis by reading Sherman Alexie’s The Absolutely True Diary of a Part-T ime Indian as well as various short stories

and poems. Prerequisite: None
World Literature

The purpose of this course is to promote intellectual growth by strengthening students' abilit ies to read analyt ically
and creat ively, by filling in or reinforcing students' knowledge of the out lines of history, and by making students
conversant w ith many major cultural landmarks. By reading various novels from Africa, Asia, Lat in America, and

Europe, students w ill develop their sensit ivity to cultural diversity through a crit ical study of selected world
masterpieces from ancient civilizat ions through the Renaissance in their social and philosophical contexts. Prerequisite:

None
English II

This course is designed to implement various ways to communicate complex literary themes and literary tools.
Students study texts ranging from classic literature to modern literature, and express their analysis through group
discussions, essays, Socrat ic circles, presentat ions, speeches and spoken word. Students w ill write one essay per

unit , ranging from narrat ive essays to in-depth research papers. Students analyze various forms of texts, both fict ion
and non-fict ion. Authors may include but are not limited to: J.D. Salinger, W illiam Golding, Stephen Chbosky, and

Shirley Jackson. Prerequisite: English I 
American Literature

This course is designed and devoted to an in-depth study of the American experience as captured in the seminal
works of masters of American literature in the last 250 years. Beginning w ith poetry and stories, students are

exposed to the various periods of American literature and the ideas and forces that shaped the writ ing of those
t imes. Students are challenged to study how various genres of writ ing and speaking transformed over t ime and

helped shape the American experience. The course focuses on historical as well as literary themes through reading,
writ ing, listening/view ing, and speaking. The analysis, interpretat ion and appreciat ion of the myriad aspects of

American literature is emphasized throughout the course. By the end of this course students w ill have developed an
int imate familiarity w ith the American literary scene while using literary crit icism to analyze various forms of text. 

English III
As in English I and II, this course focuses on informational texts and expository writ ing during the first semester and

literature and responses to literature during the second semester. The first semester curriculum uses the four
California State University Expository Reading and Writ ing Curriculum modules developed for eleventh grade, which
ramp up the level of reading, thinking, and writ ing students are required to do. In the second semester, students

w ill read old and new classics of American literature, including plays, novels, and poetry, while tackling essent ial
quest ions surrounding the universality and individuality of the American experience. Students w ill write longer and
more complex essays and a narrat ive piece on immigrat ion. The texts they read in the second semester are more
challenging and complex than those read in 9th and 10th grade, to prepare students for 12th grade, college, and

beyond. Prerequisite: English I, English II
AP English Literature

The AP English Literature and Composit ion course engages students in the careful reading and crit ical analysis of
imaginat ive literature. Through the close reading of selected texts, students deepen their understanding of the ways

writers use language to provide both meaning and pleasure for their readers. As they read, students consider a
work’s structure, style and themes, as well as such smaller-scale elements as the use of figurat ive language, imagery,

symbolism and tone. Reading in an AP course is both w ide and deep. This reading necessarily builds upon and
complements the reading done in previous English courses so that by the t ime students complete their AP course,

they w ill have read works from several genres and periods — from the 16th to the 21st century. Prerequisite: English
II, ACT Score: 18, Teacher recommendation

English IV: CSU Expository Reading and Writ ing
ERWC is a college preparatory, rhetoric-based English language arts course for grade 12 designed to develop

academic literacy (advanced proficiency in rhetorical and analyt ical reading, writ ing, and thinking). Students w ill be
expected to increase their awareness of the rhetorical strategies employed by authors and to apply those strategies
to their own writ ing. They w ill read closely to examine the relat ionship between an author’s argument or theme and

his or her audience and purpose, to analyze the impact of structural and rhetorical strategies, and to examine the
social, polit ical, and philosophical assumptions that underlie the text. Prerequisite: English I, English II, English III.

Mathematics
Mathematics (Requirement C)

The Charter School offers the follow ing Mathematics courses, in alignment w ith the CCSS in Mathematics and the
ACT. Students at the Charter School w ill complete at least three of the courses w ith a grade of C or better, in

Integrated Math I

This course is an introduct ion to high school math. The course spans introductory concepts in the strands of
funct ion, algebra, geometry, and probability and stat ist ics. Students learn the concept of what a funct ion is along

with funct ion notat ion, they master working w ith linear equat ions, are introduced to basic concepts of congruence
and the Pythagorean Theorem, and become familiar w ith marginal probabilit ies and basic regression models.

Prerequisite: None
Mathematics Lab

Mathematics Lab is an incoming support class offered for students that are at least 3 grade levels behind in
mathematics. This course serves as a remedial course in addit ion to Integrated Math I which works on developing
student skills in basic algebra and geometry. Topics in Mathematics Lab include, but are not limited to, arithmetic
operat ions, number sense, graphing, funct ions, one-step and two-step equat ions, and foiling. Prerequisite: None

Integrated Math II
While Geometry is the emphasis of this course, this course explores intermediate topics in funct ions, algebra, as well
as geometry. Algebra is extended to the manipulat ion and modeling of quadrat ic funct ions. Geometry concepts of
congruence are extended to proofs, geometry of triangles is extended to concepts of similarity and right triangle

trigonometry, and students develop facility w ith circle geometry. Concepts of probability extend to marginal and joint
probabilit ies. Prerequisite: Integrated Math I

Integrated Math III
Act ing as a bridge between Integrated Math II and Calculus, this course addresses many Pre-Calculus concepts.

Strands of funct ions, algebra, and geometry are taken to an advanced level in this course. Funct ions are explored in
depth as students develop facility w ith inverse funct ions and funct ion composit ion. Exponential funct ions are

explored as well as their inverses: logarithms. In geometry, right triangle trigonometry is extended to non-right
triangle trigonometry, including applicat ions in physics. Finally, students understand how all funct ions behave under
different transformations, series and sequences are explored and extended to limits, and students determine the

roots of rat ional and polynomial funct ions, as students prepare for work in Calculus. Prerequisite: Integrated Math I,
Integrated Math II

AP Calculus AB
This calculus course is primarily concerned w ith developing the students’ understanding of the concepts of calculus

and providing experience w ith its methods and applicat ions. The course emphasizes a mult i-representat ional approach
to calculus w ith concepts, results, and problems represented graphically, numerically, analyt ically, and verbally. Broad
concepts and w idely applicable methods are emphasized. Students w ill primarily learn about derivat ives and integrals

and their applicat ions in everyday life. Prerequisites: Integrated Math I, Integrated Math II, Integrated Math III. 
Science (Requirement D)

The Charter School offers the follow ing Science courses, in alignment w ith the NGSS and the CCSS in ELA for
Science. Students at the Charter School w ill complete at least two of the courses w ith a grade of C or better, in

alignment w ith A-G requirements.
Biology

All incoming 9th grade students w ill take Biology as their primary science. This course begins w ith an understanding
of life sciences on macro and micro levels. Students study plants and animals in their role as producers and

consumers, cell biology and physiology, genet ics, evolut ion, ecology, and taxonomy. The course works to make
biology applied, so that students use the knowledge that they have learned to solve real world problems through

experiments, the scient ific method, and labs. Prerequisite: None
Chemistry

As the second science offered at the high school, Chemistry allows students to explore science on the molecular

Students learn kinematic motion, electricity, magnetism, the
electromagnetic spectrum, heat, radiat ion and other topics that help them understand the world around them.

Students do real world experiments w ith labs and also solve rigorous word problems using physics notat ions, symbols,
and scripts. Students have hands on learning opportunit ies to help them learn about difficult  physics concepts.

AP Environmental Science
The goal of the AP Environmental Science course is to provide students w ith the scient ific principles, concepts, and

methodologies required to understand the interdepencies of the natural world, to ident ify and analyze environmental
problems both natural and human-made, to evaluate the relat ive risks associated w ith these problems, and to
examine alternat ive solut ions for resolving or prevent ing them.

History-Social
Science History (Requirement A)

The Charter School offers the follow ing History courses, in alignment w ith the CSS in History-Social Science, the CCSS
in ELA for History and Social Science, the State Priorit ies, and the Mission of the school. Students at the Charter
School w ill complete at least two of the courses w ith a grade of C or better, in alignment w ith A-G requirements.

World History
World History is a year-long required survey course that explores the key events and global historical developments

since 1350 A.C.E. that have shaped today’s world. The scope of Modern World History provides the lat itude to range
widely across all aspects of human experience: economics, science, religion, philosophy, polit ics & law, military conflict ,

literature & the arts. The course w ill illuminate connect ions between students’ lives and those of their ancestors
around the world. Students w ill uncover patterns of behavior, ident ify historical trends and themes, explore historical
movements and concepts, and test theories. Students w ill refine their ability to read for comprehension and crit ical
analysis; summarize, categorize, compare, and evaluate information; write clearly and convincingly; express facts and

opinions orally; and use technology appropriately to present information. Prerequisite: None 
US History

This course examines the major turning points in American history beginning w ith the events leading up to the
American Revolut ion, the origins of the const itut ion, reform movements, Manifest Dest iny, the Civil War and

Reconstruct ion, the impact of the front ier, the changing nature of business and government, World War I, the Great
Depression, World War II, the growth of the US as a world power. Contemporary world issues such as globalizat ion,

economic interdependence and terrorism w ill also factor into student analysis of internat ional conflict  and
cooperat ion. Current events are integrated into the curriculum on a daily basis so that students can see modern

connect ions between past and present. The course seeks to enhance student understanding of history and make
students more civic-minded and conscient ious cit izens. Prerequisites: World History

American Government
This course is a study of the origins, development, structure, and funct ions of American nat ional government. Topics
include the const itut ional framework; federalism; the three branches of government; civil rights and libert ies; polit ical

part icipat ion and behavior; and policy formation. Upon complet ion, students should be able to demonstrate an
understanding of the basic concepts and part icipatory processes of the American polit ical system. Basic concepts of
state and local government and their relat ionships w ith the federal government are also examined. The American

Government course is also taught primarily through Document Based Act ivit ies, which teach students how to source,
contextualize, support, and develop ideas that help shape arguments w ithin America’s current polit ical discourse.

Prerequisite: US History, World History
Economics

Economics is a semester long course where students learn how the American economy funct ions and connect it  to
issues that they see in their everyday life. W ith a strong focus on fiscal and monetary policy, the Economics

curriculum has students delving deep into how the Federal Reserve monitors and impacts borrow ing and lending
rates. Consequently, the course also has in-depth units about financial literacy and sustainability to ensure that

students understand how money works and can plan for a sustainable and secure future. Prerequisite: US History,
World History
Ethnic Studies

The Ethnic Studies class is a senior elect ive that allows students to better understand their place in the world and
carve out their own path. This course focuses on a deep understanding of cultural origins, and deals w ith various
stereotypes that students may face in the future. The course also helps students understand systemic and racist

issues that have given rise to inequity in the communit ies that students live; furthermore, the course gives students
tools to deal w ith self-doubt, stereotype threat, and self-ident ity development. Prerequisite: US History, World

History, on track for all UC/CSU courses. 
AP World History

Students in AP World History w ill invest igate and develop an understanding of history from roughly 10,000 BCE to
the present. Students w ill cover themes such as: human interact ion w ith the natural world, birth of culture and

civilizat ion, geography, expansion, nat ion building, industrializat ion, class and internat ional conflicts (w ith an emphasis
on the world economy) leading up to the world wars. Students w ill learn how to employ methods used by

professional historians in order to understand and develop their own historical past. By analyzing documents (primary
and secondary sources), students w ill be able to develop arguments and make connect ions between significant

historical periods that shape the world today. Prerequisites: World History, ACT Reading Score: 16, Lexile Level: 900L
AP US History

The AP US History class is an in depth understanding of history through a filter of essent ial quest ions that span the
formation of the United States of America unt il modern t imes. The class is primarily taught through the lens of

Document Based Quest ions, where students analyze different primary sources to determine perspect ive, opinion,
bias, and context. Upon passing the AP Exam with a 3 or higher, students can get college credit  and can be exempt

from requirements. Prerequisites: ACT Reading Score: 18, Student must be 11th or 12th grade student.

Spanish I

Spanish I is an introductory Spanish course for students that have lit t le or no formal educat ion in written on verbal

Spanish. Students here w ill learn the conjugat ion of verbs in various present and past tense, and w ill develop their
vocabulary in pract ical, conversat ional Spanish. Students are expected to read basic Spanish stories and improve their

Spanish II
Spanish II offers a deeper dive into the language as students learn more sophist icated tenses and are able to build
on their literary and analyt ical skills in Spanish. Students w ill read informational text along w ith figurat ive fict ion w ith
complex vocabulary to help develop a deeper and more nuanced understanding of the language. This class is based

on discussion driven learning, and students w ill be expected to read art icles at home, having prepared written
responses ready for discussion. Prerequisite: Spanish I or passing score on Spanish placement exam.

AP Spanish Language
The AP Spanish course offers students the ability to delve deep into Spanish, and express thoughts and ideas for

their own purpose. Through this course, students w ill access a variety of perspect ives and knowledge that are only
available through language and culture. Students w ill analyze poetry, short stories, novels, art icles, and informative

text pieces of renowned authors from Mexico, Lat in America, Spain, and the United States. Students w ill be required
to analyze

Performing Arts Visual and Performing Art (Requirement F)

The Charter School offers the follow ing Visual and Performing Arts courses, in alignment w ith the CSS in Visual and
Performing Arts. Students at the Charter School w ill complete at least one of the courses w ith a grade of C or

better, in alignment w ith A-G requirements.
Digital Media

This course w ill be offered for incoming 9th graders to build a foundat ion for future classes that w ill require basic
technical knowledge. The Digital Media curriculum allows students to develop their art ist ic style and apply it  in

pract ical sett ings by developing student proficiency in various platforms such as Microsoft Word, Google Documents,
email, and Adobe Photoshop digital edit ing software. Students w ill learn many techniques that graphic designers and
illustrators use in the business world, and implement them in various skill-based assessments. Students w ill learn how
to make banners, posters, business cards, and other commercial items, and w ill also learn the aesthet ics of design,

photo edit ing, and balance. Prerequisite: None
Art Spectrum

This secondary Art course allow students to further deepen their understanding of the principles of design and
elements of art. Students w ill primarily focus on two-dimensional draw ing in this class, as well as basic three-

dimensional media, like clay, w ire and papier mache. Students w ill explore pattern, contrast, emphasis, balance,
proport ion, scale, and rhythm in art. While focusing on textures, perspect ives, color, space, and value, students w ill

determine what makes art beaut iful, and then develop their own skill as art ists. Prerequisite: Digital Media (Digital
Arts)

Advanced Media
This art class is the third installment of art at the High School. Students build upon their previous knowledge from Art
Spectrum/Studio Art II or 3D to focus on exploring a variety of media and techniques. The design process is used to
help students solve a w ide range of visual problems based on art ist ic careers, such as Illustrator, Graphic Designer and
Photographer. Students w ill use the “Elements of Art” and “Principles of Design” to improve, revise, and reflect upon

their creat ions. Prerequisites: Digital Media (Digital Arts) & Art Spectrum (Studio Art I & II/3D Art).
AP Studio Art: 2-D Design

The AP Studio Art class is designed for seniors that are interested in a serious, pract ical experience of art. The AP
Studio Art exam is not a written exam; instead, students submit portfolios to be evaluated at the end of the year.

Students are expected to produce 24 pieces of art across the year that show their mastery and skill in the Elements
of Art and Principles of Design. The course encourages students to develop a creat ive and systemic invest igat ion of

formal and conceptual issues in art, and helps them develop and invest igate their own art ist ic voice and process.
Prerequisites: Digital Media, Art Spectrum (Studio Art I & II) & Advanced Media (Studio Art II/3D Art). Students who

took AP in their junior year, may repeat senior year.
